Fact FiLe

Most Japanese schools have a school uniform.

The traditional design for girls is a sailor suit and
for boys the Gakuran, a dark, military-style uniform
with a white shirt and a jacket done up to the neck.
The buttons have the school emblem on them, and
the pin on the collar indicates what year the boy is
in. In recent years, Japanese uniforms have changed
and many schools have a blazer and trousers for
boys with a tie and blazer and skirts with a bowtie
for girls. Summer uniforms are similar to ours.

My sister, Chisa and I quickly eat
breakfast so that we can leave by 7.30
to get a lift to the station with our Dad.

I catch the train from Moriyama to Minami
Kusatsu Station which is only three stops
and then we walk to school from there.
Altogether it takes about 30 minutes.

Fact FiLe

Most junior high school students who go
to public schools walk or ride bikes to and
from school.

Students who go to private schools may need
to travel further, so they use crowded trains
or buses with rush-hour commuters. They use
rechargeable prepaid travel cards, which can
also be used in some shops. Mobile phones
can also be configured to act as travel cards.

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I go to Kousen High School. As soon as we get
to school we change our shoes and put on
uwabaki (indoor shoes) which we wear inside
the school buildings. We leave our school shoes
in the kutsubako (shoe cupboard) and collect

them again on the way out.

First lesson is homeroom. We have
36 students in each class, with four
classes in each grade. Each lesson
goes for 50 minutes and my favourite
subjects are PE and English.

The Japanese school system has six years of shougakkou (primary
school), three years of chuugakkou (junior high school) and three
years of koukou (senior high school). Then, most students go on to
two years of college or four years of daigaku (university).

Our school has a shokudou (cafeteria) where
we buy a hot lunch like ramen noodles, curry
and rice or katsudon or you can bring your own
obento. You can also buy sandwiches or bread
rolls at the panya (bread shop) outside. The
lunches are cheap but very tasty. My favourite
omuraisu is only 310 yen! You buy a ticket from
the vending machine outside and then hand
your ticket to the lunch ladies to get your meal.

_Fact FiLe

An obento is a Japanese-style lunch box — usually rice and a variety of side dishes,
including meat, vegetables, salad, seafood and pickles. Lunch boxes are taken to
school or work, often wrapped in a cloth. If you do not have time to make one at
home, you can easily buy one at a konbini (convenience store) on the way.

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At the end of the day, we have to clean our
classrooms. It’s called osouji (cleaning).
We sweep the floors, and wipe the boards,

shelves and windows. We empty the garbage

and separate the recyclables.

Every day after classes, the students and
teachers clean the school together. Each class
has allocated areas in the school for cleaning
such as the playground, the corridors or even
toilets. It generally takes about 20 minutes.

_Fact FiLe_

Most students participate in club activities
after school. Students have a wide range of

options, from music and cultural clubs — like
I'm in the Kendo Club. We meet after school band, choir, tea ceremony and flower arranging

on Monday, Tuesday, Thursday and Friday. to sporting clubs like rugby, soccer, baseball,
tennis, basketball, volleyball, track and field, and
swimming. Another club is the English-speaking
club, which is popular in most schools. Clubs
do not just practise their sport or activity; they
meet on weekends for matches and gatherings.

Now that I'm in second year, I'm a sempai
(senior) and it’s my job to take care of the
kouhai (juniors).

We always have lots of homework, not only from
school, but from Juku (tutoring) as well. I go to Juku
three days a week: Tuesday for English, Wednesday
for Science and Maths and Thursday for Japanese.

I don’t mind it because most of my friends who go as
well. From April 1st will be in third year of Senior High
(Year 12) so I may have to go more often to prepare
for Nyuugaku Shiken (University Entrance Exams).

Fact FiLe

Juku are special private schools that offer lessons after school
hours and on the weekends. They help students perform better
at school or prepare for university or senior high school entrance
exams. They offer courses in Japanese, English, Maths, Science and
Social Studies. Students can also study musical instruments, art,
swimming and abacus. Approximately | in 5 primary schoolers
and almost all Senior High Schoolers attend juku.

juku. My favourite is sukiyaki.

Fact FiLe

Japanese baths are not for washing but for
relaxing! As the water is not changed between
bathers, you must wash yourself thoroughly
before getting into the bath. To wash, you use
a hand shower or sit on a small stool and wash
from a plastic bowl, which is in the bathroom.

I usually have a bath at around

10 o’clock. The bath is deep and filled
with very hot water, so it’s great to
relax in. I sit in the bath for about

10 minutes, but the whole process
takes about half an hour.

They evolved from pictures or symbols, or combinations of both. Kanji are based
on meaning, whereas hiragana and katakana are based on sound.

Kamngi are used in combination with ~Ziragana and katakana. Kangji are used
for writing the nouns, adjectives, verbs and adverbs, and hiragana are used to
write the grammatical endings and words that do not have kayjz.

It is often easier to read a piece of Japanese text with ka7 in it because
you can easily understand the meaning from the kaji.

A Welcome to Country is an important ceremony performed only by
a traditional owner or Elder of the land on which the people are gathered.
For example, a Dunghutti elder can only welcome people to Dunghutti
country, but s/he can do an Acknowledgement of Country on any nation’s land.
A Welcome to Country may include a smoking ceremony, song and dance.

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The unique Japanese character

We all have a character which we see as particular to our own culture. It is
reflected in the way we associate with others, in our manners, and in the things
which are important to us. It’s all about the way different cultures think.

Let’s look at the Japanese character and consider a few key terms:

bso¥

5 & - ¥ means “a little bit”. This word is often used to soften negative meaning.
Eg bi-o¥, 9543V, Itisalittle bit noisy. This word is also used by
Japanese people when they want to politely refuse. It is accompanied by a slight
tilt of the head to one side and with the facial expression of regret.

If you don’t want to accept someone’s invitation you can simply say:
Z#3 B L-¥ to avoid strong refusal.

So if you really don’t like the thing you are offered to eat/drink/wear/read
you can decline it by saying $A4IHA. 4L LY.

HHLPD
(consideration of others)

This is a very important aspect of the Japanese
character. If you stop a person in the street to ask
directions, they will most likely go out of their
way to take you there, or at very least spend time
locating a map for you to follow.

Having a conversation on a mobile phone
on a bus or train is considered rude because
of the annoyance it causes to someone else.
These are simple examples of 5H\ ! however,
it is generally the way Japanese people consider
the group before the individual.

When you go on L¥)7%3<Y £Z9 (school trip) you get to visit many famous shrines
and temples around Japan. But what is the difference between a shrine and a temple?

Shrines UA U are Shinto, and temples
HT5 are Buddhist. You can tell the difference
if you look at the entrance gate; Shinto shrines
have a bright red or orange ')\ gate and
a temple has a wooden-roofed gate attached
to a wall surrounding the temple. Temples
may have three or five-storey pagodas and a
sand-filled stone bowl where incense is burnt
for purification.

In Shinto shrines, there is a ritual which
is followed when going to a shrine to pray.

You enter the shrine’s grounds through
the &Y\ gate.

As soon as you enter the grounds there will
be a (47 ¥, a fountain where you wash your
hands and mouth for purification before you
approach the shrine to pray.

1 Pick up the long handled wooden scoop.
2 Fill it with water from the fountain.

3 Pour it over your hands one at a time ensuring
that the water does not go back into the
fountain.

4 Pour some water from the scoop into your
hand and rinse out your mouth, spitting it into
the trough around the edge of the fountain.

5 When you have finished, fill the scoop with
water again and clean the scoop by pouring
the water back down the handle, then replace
the scoop on the side of the fountain upside
down so that it drains.

You may now approach the main hall where
you will see a large wooden box for making
offerings. As little as 5 or 10 yen is enough.
There are long ropes attached to the ceiling
with a bell attached to ring to summon the gods.
Ring the bell, clap twice and then pray.
