The Portuguese were the first Europeans to arrive in Nagasaki, in the late

16th century. As keen merchants, they understood the importance of Nagasaki as a natural port,
and soon set up trade relations with the Japanese. Along with their business, the Portuguese also
brought Christianity to Japan, and many Japanese people became converts. The [£< 3 (the
government headed by the Shogun) banned the new religion, seeing it as a threat to the
Japanese way of life, and to its own power. Christians throughout the country were persecuted,
and many were killed.

4 By the 1600s, the &< 3 was concerned that the
Catholic countries of Europe were trying to colonise
Japan. It expelled all foreigners and banned
Japanese from travelling abroad. This policy, known
as & < (closed country), lasted from 1639 to
1853. At the same time, however, the government
realised the importance of trade with the West. It
allowed the Dutch and the Chinese to set up trade
missions on a specially built island called Dejima in
Nagasaki Harbour. It was the Dutch and the Chinese
who provided Japan's only contact with the outside
world for over two hundred years.

Nagasaki has played a major part in introducing
Western civilisation to Japan. Today, there are
influences from China, Holland, Portugal and Britain
in Nagasaki's architecture, streetscapes and food.
One interesting site is Glover's House, built by
Thomas Glover, a Scottish merchant, in 1863. It is
the oldest Western-style building in Japan and is
built on a hillside overlooking Nagasaki Harbour.

Atomic Bomb

Nagasaki was the second
city in Japan to be
devastated by an atomic
bomb during the Second
World War, on August 9,
1945. It is said that
Nagasaki was targeted
because it was a major shipbuilding centre. More
than one third of the city was destroyed or
severely damaged, and over 150,000 people were
killed or injured by the blast. In the years that
followed, the number of deaths rose as a result of

festival.

N '-t"l“ Ul <hBZE DY is Nagasaki's most famous
festival and is regarded as one of the three
greatest festivals in Japan. It is held at Suwa
Shrine on October 7-9 each year. Interestingly,
the name <A 5 actually refers to September
9, as the festival used to take place on this day
in the old calendar. The ninth day of the ninth
month was thought to be a lucky day. The most
spectacular part of the festival is the parade of
floats and dancing in front of Suwa Shrine.
Between five and seven different inner-city
neighbourhoods take part in the parade each
year. Participation is rotated, with each
neighbourhood in Nagasaki getting the chance
to perform only once every seven years. This
may explain why the presentations are always
so colourful and exciting.
