History Report: Female Inventors 

Hedy Lamarr (1914–2000) 

Born in Austria in 1914 to a Jewish family, Hedy Lamarr (nee Hedwig Eva Maria Kiesler) 

was a famous Hollywood actress who invented the technology that now forms the basis 

of today’s wi-$, GPS and bluetooth communication systems. 

She moved to Hollywood in 1938, after ;eeing her horri$c $rst marriage to Nazi-

party aKliate, Fritz Mandl. She had already established her illustrious $lm career in 

Austria, and when Louis B Mayer, the brilliant head of MGM Studios, brought her to 

Hollywood, he marketed her as the ‘world’s most beautiful woman’.
