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Foreword

iiTomo is a series that integrates aspects of intercultural language teaching and learning into a
sustained program for teaching and learning Japanese language and culture.

Intercultural language teaching and learning is based on the understanding that the role

of language education is to prepare students for meaningful communication with people
from another culture. Language and culture are connected and mutually reinforced; through
learning a language, students also become engaged with the culture of the people who speak
it. iiTomo, therefore, moves beyond the idea of learning about Japanese culture from the
outside; instead, the focus is on students’ developing a personal engagement with Japan'’s
culture through Japanese language.

In adopting an intercultural approach, iiTomo provides opportunities for teachers and students
to move beyond a focus on language structures. They also explore the cultural context that
surrounds language through reflective questions about the language and culture
they are studying. The questions encourage learners to notice how
Japan’s culture is embedded and reflected in its language. Even where
the language is quite simple, iiTomo reveals the cultural depth that lies
beneath words and phrases in Japanese.

The authors of iiTomo have developed ways of bringing together language
and culture so that learners can explore connections between their own
culture and Japanese culture. When these connections are recognised,
learners can begin not only to understand the new language and culture but
also to better understand their own.

iiTomo also provides opportunities for students to reflect on how Japanese ideas,
values and ways of life differ from their own. As learners develop ways of
seeing culture through language, they begin the journey to becoming
independent, intercultural communicators.

The origins of hiragana and katakana

Kanji originated in China and was introduced into Japan in the sixth century. Initially, each
kanji character was used to represent a particular sound.

During the Heian era (794-1185 CE), hiragana and katakana were created from kanjito
make reading and writing easier.

Hiragana was used by women. The famous Japanese novel The Tale of Genji was written
by a woman in hiragana.

Katakana was originally considered men’s writing. It was used in Buddhist lecture notes
to spell out words in a Japanese ‘alphabet’ to assist with the rhythm of chanting. Official
documents were written in kanji or katakana.
