It's hard to believe | was in class
with all of you only a few weeks
ago and now here | am, living right
near Mt Fuji.

really looks up to it — and not just because it's 3,776 metres high! They are really
proud of it so | go around casually telling them 3553 UWAKRZ 9. (Well, when
the clouds clear you can.)

The house Toyota has given us for the year is really cool. It's got a IFA M A and
everything, and we're already used to taking off our shoes when we come in. Mum
says we're going to keep that up when we get home. The house has also got a Ttz
room with a <7 2. It will be really cool sitting with our legs under that when the
weather gets colder.

As you knouw, I'm at Susono East %K and they've put me into Second Year, which
is like Year 8. | won't be able to follow much of what goes on in class — except for
music, art and P.E. — but at least I'm with kids my own age. I'm already a bit of a
celebrity because there are no other foreigners at the school. | hear there are a couple
of exchange students doing Year 11 at the Senior High, but | haven't met them yet.

Term 1 started last week, on April 1st. The kids in my class were in Year 7 until March,
then they had a couple of weeks' holiday and went back straight into Year 8.

I'd better go. | have to prepare for l
tomorrow's maths class. The teacher
is new and is still getting to know all
the students. We have to say our
name, our age and three things we
like. That much | can do! Everyone is
making this last as long as possible
so we haven't done any maths yet. I'm
sure that will change soon!
