The present plain form is also called the dictionary form. You will not find & %9 in a dictionary,
you will find & %. Learning the dictionary form of verbs is very important for your Japanese study.

You will learn more about how to make the plain form or dictionary form of verbs in Chapter 8
(pages 130-1).
