In Japan the school year is divided into three terms
with two exam weeks each term. This means there

are six exam weeks per year. The first exam week
Hd

is in the middle of the term (/A LIFA) and
the other is at the end of the term (XX 2D LITA).
All subjects are examined, including elective
subjects such as Health and Music.

These official examination periods are for junior
high schools and senior high schools. Usually one
week before the examination period, club activities
are cancelled and students are expected to focus on
study during that time.

Students are also not allowed to enter i
the staffroom and photocopier room one
week before the exam period and for the
duration of the examinations.

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Gift giving in Japan

In Australia, you might give gifts to your friends and family members on birthdays,
special occasions such as weddings, or religious holidays. Japanese people do

the same, but they also give gifts on many more occasions. Gift giving in Japan

is culturally significant because it is seen as a good opportunity to express
appreciation or give encouragement.

Summer and winter are two special gift-giving seasons in Japan. The summer
Hwd | TA
gift is given from July to August and is called # # 7C. The winter gift is given
g

around December and is called # & %. These gifts are usually just given between
family members and business colleagues.

Gift giving in Japan is not only for special occasions. It is expected in daily
life as well. When you visit someone’s house, it is very common to take TAX°1F,
a thank-you gift for the care given by the host. $4*°17 are ‘souvenirs’ brought
back from a holiday, or even a day outing. While bringing home souvenirs is
not unusual in other cultures, Japanese people give %4317 to colleagues
and acquaintances, as well as to very close friends and family members.

Giving money on most special occasions is normal in Japanese culture: wedding
gifts are usually money, as are New Year and condolence gifts. There are special
money envelopes for each occasion, with different colours and designs.

When you give gifts to someone, you might receive something of a similar value
in return. This is called 7 4 L, meaning ‘a gift given in return’.

In English, we have one set of numbers for
counting. In Japanese, you need to use different
counting words depending on what you are
talking about.

You've learnt a lot about Japan by now, including topics such as anime, seasons,
school life and cuisine, to name a few.

In Japanese, the words 4T L and =<(4Y) mean to be attentive to
someone sincerely and wholeheartedly. To be attentive in this context means to
read the atmosphere and sense the mood of an occasion. It is not only to entertain
the guest to achieve some kind of self-satisfaction, but to be quick in perceiving
the guest’s needs and desires, and the overall mood, in order to entertain the guest
accordingly. This is to be done inconspicuously; otherwise, the other party feels a
sense of obligation. Here are some examples.

THE PLAIN FORM

Japanese can be spoken or written in the plain form, or the polite (T9/%9) form. You may have heard
dialogues in the plain form on the audio recordings, or you may have read them in previous units.

The plain forms cover all the same tenses as the polite forms: do, don’t, did, didn’t, is, isn’t, was, wasn't, etc.
The difference is when you use them. The plain form is commonly used in:

* dictionaries, manga, newspapers or advertisements

e grammatical patterns

¢ informal speech: among close friends or younger people

* informal writing: a diary excerpt, an itinerary or note-taking.

The level of politeness in Japanese speech reveals the type of relationship between the speakers. As in English,
formal language creates respect and distance between speakers. You will hear Japanese people speaking in the
polite form to their superiors and their superior sometimes replying in the plain form.

The context in which you are speaking or writing can also affect the type of language used. If you are uncertain
about the appropriate level of politeness, use the polite form. It might sound too formal, distant or even cold in
some situations, but it is generally better to be more formal than informal in Japanese.
