Japanese society has hierarchical relationships. People
show respect to those older than themselves because older
people have had more experience in life. This concept of senpai-
kohai originated in Confucian teachings and has a long history.
The hierarchical relationship system is found in organisations,
associations, clubs, businesses and schools.

The senpai and kohairoles are
particularly important in club activities, where students of
different grades often mix. The younger student, the kohai,
sometimes must do the menial jobs, such as tidying up the club
room.

This occurs to varying degrees, depending on the type of club.
The senpai-kohai system is more than just a hierarchy where

the older members get special privileges. It's more like a mentor
system, where the senpai must look after and teach the kohai.
The senpaiis responsible for the younger members and is
supposed to take this responsibility seriously. The kohai pay
respect to the senpai, listen to the senpai’s advice and generally
speak to the senpaiin a polite manner.
