Polite versus humble speech ‘ ‘

Talking about family

The differences between polite and humble speech can be tricky, but only
at first.

Polite speech shows respect to the person you are talking to. Humble
speech shows you are being modest about yourself.

There are three situations to think about here:
1 when you are talking to or about members of someone else’s family
when you are talking to members of your own family

someone else.

When concepts such as punctuality
differ between cultures, it can lead
1o Situations where people become
confused or uncomfortable, or even
benave in culturally inappropriate
ways without realising it.

Punctuality

Punctuality is one of those abstract concepts that depend
on context. For example, if you arrange to meet up with
one of your friends, it might be fine to turn up a little late.
However, if you are late for a job interview, you could ruin
your chances of getting the job.

The definition of punctuality can also change depending on what country
you are in. How do you think an Australian would define ‘a little late’ and
‘late’? How do you think a Japanese person would define 5C_< (lateness).

In many instances, particularly informal ones, it would probably be
fair to say that a 10-15 minute buffer would be considered acceptable to
Australians. However, in Japan, there is a deep-seated cultural belief that a
person’s time is valuable, so being late or arriving too early effectively means
that you are wasting the other person’s time (and money). Japanese people
therefore have a reputation for being punctual, but of course some are and
some aren’t. It depends on the personality of the
person as well. So where did the reputation for m——y
punctuality come from? What are some examples -

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Home design and features

Japanese homes are as varied in their design as
Australian homes. Nonetheless, there are some
features that make Japanese homes distinctive,
reflecting the lifestyles and living conditions in Japan.

Consider some of the typical features of Japanese
houses — where and how they are built, what they are
made of and what you might find inside.

Quirks and perks

To provide a safe and comfortable lifestyle, houses
need to be built according to the environment and
climate in which they are located. This can result in
some interesting quirks, such as wooden foundations
and elevated flooring to avoid moisture build-up.
While elevated flooring in Japan originated to
accommodate the environment, raised floors on the inside
of a home can sometimes help to indicate when you need
to take your shoes or slippers off. For example, when you enter a home in
Japan, the floor around the entrance (IFA D A) may be raised by around
15 centimetres or more, which signals that you need to swap your shoes for
house slippers. A tatami room (12 L) may be raised by a few centimetres,
meaning that you need to remove your slippers. When you use the toilet in
a traditional Japanese home, you may also be asked to swap your house
slippers for special toilet slippers. These customs all originated from the
very practical wish to keep the home clean.

Education

As you might expect, there are some significant
differences between the education systems and the
school environments in Australia and Japan.

To find out more about the differences investigate
and compare lunch menus, timetables, maps, pictures,
school brochures, subject lists, school rules, textbooks,
uniforms and more from both countries. You will find
school websites a particularly handy reference. Choose
a few to look at closely, but don’t worry if you can’t
understand all the Japanese you see or hear.

One aspect of school life to compare is lunchtime.
Many Japanese public high schools offer 88
(kyushoku), which is school lunch funded by the local
government. ¥58 is a nutritionally balanced school
lunch, sometimes with a different menu each day on
a regular rotation. Each region has its own selection
of meals that make up the #58. While in the past they
included only traditional Japanese dishes, today they
also include international food such as sandwiches and
spaghetti. However, not every Japanese region offers
%88 There are also schools that offer fixed canteen
menus (offering hot food such as 7 —X>, 2 A and
L —Z1 R, for example). Also, many students choose
to bring their own lunch from home.

Natural disasters in context

The types of natural disasters that affect
Japan and Australia are influenced by very
different environmental factors. Japan lies
on a tectonic fault line, so it has endured
many earthquakes throughout its history, as

well as major disasters like the 2011 tsunami.

Some areas of Japan are also more densely
populated than anywhere in Australia, so
when these disasters strike, they can affect
the lives of millions of people.

How people prepare for and respond to
natural disasters, both in their actions and
in their attitudes, can vary just as much as
the contributing environmental factors. To
prepare for natural disasters, fire drills are
regularly practised in Australian schools
and companies, while in Japan, earthquake
drills are practised. For an earthquake drill,
students are instructed to act quickly to
switch off the electricity and gas, open all
doors and take shelter under furniture until
the earthquake stops.

When a major natural disaster strikes
(such as a flood or bushfire), the Australian
media often reports how the nation has
responded. During times of catastrophe,

Australians talk about ‘mateship’ and ‘pitching
in’ to help each other ‘get back on our feet’.
This is seen as part of being an Australian.
During the 2011 tsunami in Japan, media
worldwide reported on the quiet dignity
of those devastated by the tsunami — how
everyday Japanese people helped each other to
share food, clothing and shelter, and how they
endured it all with an uncomplaining resolve.

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Counting without zero

For centuries, the Japanese have used a counting system based on the Chinese
system, which does not use zero.Yet historically, Japanese people traded,

kept accounts, measured distances and developed sophisticated mathematics.

How was this possible without zero? Essentially, there is more than one way to
think about numbers and counting, and so people from different cultures can count
in different ways.

Making it work without zero

In the Japanese system, the counter for the place has to be said each time (e.g. 10 or
100). In English, we don’t pronounce the zero in numbers like 405, and in Japanese,
you simply don’t say or write anything where the zero would go.

e The number 45 is thought of as 4 x 10 + 5, so that is what you write: 9+H.
e The number 405 has no tens, soitis 4 x 100 + 5: (UF A.

Tongue-twisting numbers

Learning how Japanese numbers have been written historically sheds light on
the modern system of counting. The trick is to remember that regardless of how
you write the number, it is pronounced the same way according to the Japanese
counting system.

Large numbers

In English, commas or spaces are inserted into large numbers. When we see a
large number such as 540,000, we know to say ‘five hundred and forty thousand’.
In Japanese, a comma is inserted when the large number gets to 10,000.
If you move the comma to the left by one digit (giving you four zeros), you can
easily identify how many thousands to read. So, when we see 540,000, we know
to say in Japanese ‘64 A (ten thousand)’.
The word A (5) means 10,000. To read large numbers, remember to shift
the comma after four noughts instead of three.

For example, in English,
we say, ‘six people’ or ‘10 glasses of water’. In Japanese, you need to use
different counting words depending on what you are talking about.
You already know the counter for people (A). So ‘six people’is 73A.

In this unit, counters that can be used in general situations were
introduced. However, there are a number of other counters as well. (LY is
one example. It is the counter for liquids served in glasses or cups, and also

for bowls of noodles.

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Japanese addresses off the map

It is very easy to assume that everyone uses the same method to find an
address as you do. However, a person’s sense of place and location is
influenced by factors such as history, culture and even technology, all of
which differ between countries. In Japan, an address is more about what
else is nearby than about street names.

In Australia, the names of streets are the main way of finding directions
to a house or other location. Each building in a street has a number.

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Japanese manga and anime -

Manga and anime reflect aspects of Japanese
art, culture and popular literature. They each
have a long history in Japan; however, today
many manga and anime have gained global
popularity and their style influences artists all
over the world. Both manga and anime have
become part of popular culture in Australia
too.

see what it is like. It is often used when trying something that may be
considered a challenge, but is also used for trying to do something that
you haven’t done before.

e THZT is written in hiragana, not kanji. It is always used with a verb
and is just seen as an extension of the main verb. Patterns that are used
in this way in Japanese are often not written in kanjs.

e In English, the verb is often omitted when you say you are trying
to do something. However, in Japanese the verb must be included.

For example: BRTHF T (I will try eating it/I will try it).

The plain forms cover all the same tenses as the polite forms: do, don't, did, didn't, is, isn't, was, wasn't,
etc. The difference is when you use them. The plain form is commonly used in:
i e dictionaries, manga, newspapers or advertisements
e grammatical patterns
¢ informal speech: among close friends or younger people
¢ informal writing: a diary excerpt, an itinerary or note-taking.

f

The level of politeness in Japanese speech reveals the type of relationship between the speakers. As in
English, formal language creates respect and distance between speakers. You will hear Japanese people
speaking in the polite form to their superiors and their superior sometimes replying in the plain form.

The context in which you are speaking or writing can also affect the type of language used. If you are
uncertain about the appropriate level of politeness, use the polite form. It might sound too formal, distant,
or even cold in some situations, but it is generally better to be more formal than informal in Japanese.
