A lot of other kids have to catch the train.

Fact file
Most primary and junior high school students who go to
public schools walk or ride bikes to and from school.

Students who go to private schools may need to travel
further, so they use crowded trains or buses with rush-
hour commuters. They use rechargeable prepaid travel
cards, which allow them to travel on buses and trains.
They simply hold their cards near the card readers and
the travel cost will be deducted from the card. These
cards can also be used in some shops. Some mobile
phones can also be configured to act as travel cards.

I go to Koganei Junior High School. As soon as
we get to school we change our shoes and put on
SHIEE (indoor shoes or slippers), which we wear
inside the school buildings and grounds. We leave
our school shoes in the < D/&Z (shoe cupboard)
and collect them again on the way out.

Every day after classes, the students and teachers clean
the school together. They sweep the classrooms and
hallways, hose down the bathrooms, dust the boards and
windows, empty the garbage and separate the recyclables.

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Kanji originated in China and were introduced into Japan about 1500 years
ago. They evolved from pictures and symbols, or combinations of both.

Whereas hiragana and katakana are based on sound, kanji are based
on meaning. Kanji are used in combination with hiragana and katakana.
Kanji are used for writing the nouns, adjectives, verbs and adverbs, and
hiragana are used to write the grammatical endings and words that do not
have kanji.

It is often easier to read a piece of Japanese text with kanji in it
because you can easily understand the meaning from the kanj:.

In Japanese phone numbers, the hyphen (-) is very
important because it gives information about the area
codes. In Japanese, when you say a phone number aloud,
you say @ whenever a hyphen (or a space) appears in
a phone number.

The history of manga in Japan goes back to
the late nineteenth century; however, it was
not until the 1970s that Japanese manga really
took off around the world.

Osamu Tezuka, known as the father of
modern manga, created Jungle Emperor, Leo
