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Foreword

iiTomo is a series that integrates aspects of intercultural language teaching and learning into
a sustained program for teaching and learning Japanese language and culture.

Intercultural language teaching and learning is based on the understanding that the role

of language education is to prepare students for meaningful communication with people
from another culture. Language and culture are connected and mutually reinforced; through
learning a language, students also become engaged with the culture of the people who
speak it. iiTomo, therefore, moves beyond the idea of learning about Japanese culture

from the outside; instead, the focus is on students developing a personal engagement with
Japan’s culture through Japanese language.

In adopting an intercultural approach, iiTomo provides opportunities for teachers and students
to move beyond a focus on language structures. They also explore the cultural context that
surrounds language through reflective questions about the language and culture they are
studying. The questions encourage learners to notice how Japan'’s culture is embedded and
reflected in its language. Even where the language is quite simple, iiTomo reveals the cultural
depth that lies beneath words and phrases in Japanese.

The authors of iiTomo have developed ways of bringing together language and culture
so that learners can explore connections between their own culture and Japanese
culture. When these connections are recognised, learners can begin not only to
understand the new language and culture but also to better understand their own.

iiTomo also provides opportunities for students to reflect on how
Japanese ideas, values and ways of life differ from their own. As learners
develop ways of seeing culture through language, they begin the journey
to becoming independent, intercultural communicators.

Katakana is used for non-Japanese words, including names of people and places, words that represent
sounds and feelings (onomatopoeia) and also for many company logos and product names. You will
also often see it used in marketing and for new, catchy phrases and buzzwords.

Milestones

What significant milestones are celebrated by young people in Japan? In ##7x4#'s photo story, she
included photos from her [C®w 5% L E and LN AL E. Both of these, as well as ZDE£LSLE, are
considered significant milestones for young people in Japan.

IZw>FLE are ceremonies that welcome new students starting school. They take place in early April,
at the beginning of the school year, in kindergartens, primary schools, junior high schools and senior
high schools — even at universities. As part of the ceremony, parents and students gather in the school
hall, sing the school song and listen to speeches given by the principal and others. On this day, new
students are also shown around the school.

Graduation ceremonies, Z DX &5 L E, are held in March to celebrate the end of the Japanese school
year. Students and teachers once again gather in the school hall to listen to speeches and sing the
school song. Students also receive their graduation certificates from the principal.

UL ALE are coming-of-age ceremonies, which are held every year in January. The ceremonies
celebrate the transition to adulthood of young people who have turned 20 during the previous year.
The ceremonies are often held in government buildings and community halls, where participants
listen to speeches. Many women celebrate this day by wearing beautiful kimonos.
Men usually wear formal suits, but some wear traditional clothes.

Japan has many such ceremonies, each with a specific
milestone to celebrate.

Japanese people and their language learning

Earlier in this chapter you read about Japanese celebrities who have mixed cultural backgrounds,
such as Crystal Kay and Kane Kosugi.

Many people, including Japanese people, think of Japan as a country with a single culture, but this is
changing. Many non-Japanese people now live in Japan, and the number of Japanese people living
overseas is also increasing. Japan has a large number of Korean-Japanese people - Japanese people
who have Korean heritage. A large number of exchange students live in Japan, and people from
countries such as China, Australia and the United States work in Japan, often in large Japanese or
multinational companies. All of these contribute to the globalisation of Japan, which is reflected in
the language-learning boom.

Japanese people are keen to learn other languages. Learning foreign languages, especially English,
has become extremely important. English is part of the primary and secondary curricula, and it

is taught widely at universities. Some dedicated students attend additional ZAH 1> (English
conversation) classes to brush up their communication skills. Private tutoring for business people,
and for those who study languages as a hobby, is also popular among adults. French, Italian,
Chinese and Korean have also become very popular.

In Japan, many kinds of shops serve fast food. One type is a 1>/ & = (convenience store).

The O = sell a large variety of cheap fast food, such as $ICEY, BS54, /N> and HERAES,
as well as drinks. When you buy your food, you can ask to have it heated up in a microwave.

The drinks sold in a 1>/ = change depending on the season. For example, in winter they offer
more hot drinks, but in summer they offer more cold drinks.

Many fast-food shops can be found near train stations and in shopping centres. Shops that sell
Hl—, 5—X>, 5Eh or ZIZ are quite common. Noodle shops can even sometimes be seen on the
platforms of busy stations. Passengers can quickly eat 2&£ A and Z & while they wait for the train.

American fast-food chains such as McDonald'’s, KFC, Subway and Mister Donut are also popular in
Japan. Traditional fast food, such as Tw>&E A, TAEA and L —S1 X, are still popular; however,
McDonald’s and Japanese fast-food chains that sell Western fast food, such as Mos Burger, seem to
be more appealing to young people. To attract customers, many of these chains offer foods that are
a blend of Japanese and Western flavours, such as a TY*%E&/\—74—, and special menu items that
reflect changes in the seasons.

Shopping in Japan

Like almost everyone, Japanese people generally enjoy shopping. As a result, Japan has many different
types of shops to choose from, including department stores, supermarkets, shopping malls, luxury goods
stores and 100-yen shops.

While some Western influences can be seen, shopping in Japan can provide many insights into aspects
of Japan'’s culture. For example, department stores in Japan offer many traditional Japanese goods such
as kimonos and lacquerware. They also sell seasonal gifts, souvenirs and other presents, which Japanese
people buy to give when they visit other people.

Presentation is important in Japan, and shops, especially departments stores, show the importance
of presentation in the careful way that they wrap customers’ purchases. Gifts are wrapped especially
carefully. Sometimes customers are given additional paper bags so they can present the gift in a new bag.

Another feature of Japanese department stores is that one level of the building is devoted to
restaurants. Eating at the restaurants is often a highlight of the shopping trip.

Competition between department stores is intense, so, of course,
they also use events and bargain corners to attract customers.

your family and friends.

Verbs in the plain form do not end in ~% 9. For example, the verb %9 is &% in the plain form.

The present plain form is also called the dictionary form. You will not find 8% 9 in a dictionary, but
you will find B%. Learning the dictionary form of verbs is very important for studying Japanese.

You will learn more about how to make the plain form or dictionary form of verbs in Chapter 8
(pages 130-1).

Japan'’s land area is 378 000 square kilometres, which is approximately 5 per cent of Australia’s.

The population of Japan is 127 million, whereas Australia has only 23 million. More than half of the
land area in Japan is covered by mountains and forests. With only half of the land able to be built on,
urban areas in Japan are very densely populated, which means that a Japanese person’s concept of
EHLY and city living might be different from an Australian’s. A student from Tokyo who came to visit
Australia might think that some parts of Australian cities feel more like L 5 hH* than &AM,

Not all of Japan’s countryside is the same. Japan is made up of a series of mountainous islands that
stretch for about 3000 kilometres from north to south. The countryside and climate of the mountainous
areas of rural Japan can be quite different from those of areas by the sea. People’s lifestyle is influenced
by where they live. For example, people who live near the sea are more likely to enjoy boating or beach
activities; people who live in the northern mountain areas are more likely to enjoy snow sports.

While benefiting from the convenience of city life — which includes public transport, better job
opportunities, and easier access to shops and services - city people are more likely to face heavy traffic,
pollution, crowded buildings and hectic lifestyles, and be less in touch with nature.

One of the objectives of & H&1T is to motivate students by offering them meaningful and interesting

activities. Around 80 per cent of school trips in Japan include 7zLMFA DK LS (hands-on activities),
such as work experience, outdoor activities or environmental studies, which can only be experienced
during a school trip.

The destination and main purpose of a school trip varies from school to school. The nature and quality
of the trips offered can be a factor in attracting students to a school, which makes it important for
schools to offer good school trips.

Some schools even organise school trips overseas. According to a government survey, in a recent
school year, 1357 schools arranged overseas trips, and Australia was the most popular destination.
There are many reasons for Australia’s popularity. It seems that Australia offers more attractions than
America, Korea or Singapore.

While overseas trips are becoming more common, some schools plan trips within Japan with very
specific objectives that help students to establish their identities and nurture their personalities.

For example, a school in the rural prefecture of Yamagata hired the civic hall in Tokyo so that student
choirs could perform there. The students had to work very hard at rehearsals to get their choir up to
the high standard expected at such a venue. This required a lot of commitment and teamwork.

One of the world’s tallest towers, R A /-1 1) —, was already attracting many school visits before
its completion in late 2011. Takahashi Junior High School in Aichi prefecture sent 245 students to a
primary school near the R X#3-1V!)— on the last day of their school trip. All of the students recited
poems they had written on the theme of achieving a ‘world number one’ grade. The messages of this
activity were to aim as high as possible, like the X#3-1*/1)—, and to grow together.

Many schools in Japan have rules that prohibit students from working part-time jobs. Many students,
as well as their parents, believe that students should devote their time to studying; however, high
school students need money for day-to-day expenses. Where do they get this money from?

Most students receive spending money from their parents. Even students who have a part-time job
often get some spending money from their parents. Some students are given a set amount; others
receive cash for particular expenses when they need it.

Another way that young people in Japan obtain money is as a gift. Children and teenagers in Japan

are given money by their parents, grandparents and other relatives at New Year. This New Year gift

The Ministry of Education in Japan has encouraged schools to implement career education programs,
know as F+ 177 E£50 <L A five-day work experience program — L&<LIETeWFA T AT S L - for
junior high school students was launched in 2005.

During the first year of junior high school, students investigate and learn about many different
occupations. In the second year, students undertake five days of work experience in a chosen
occupation; this is called career start week. After their work experience, they write a thank-you letter
to the people who have looked after them and publish their reports in their school newspapers.

In the beginning, teachers were worried that students would lose valuable study time; however, they
soon appreciated that students benefitted from learning more about the workplace. Moreover, as a
result of the time they spent in the workplace, students came to understand the value of education.

Opportunities for very young children to get a taste of the workplace are also increasing. KidZania,
F v =77, is a family entertainment centre built in Tokyo in 2006. KidZania is very popular among
elementary school students, and many children visit it on school excursions or with their families.

Children play and learn while trying some of KidZania’s 90 different
jobs. They are paid for their work in KidZos (v V), the centre’s
currency, and they learn to use their earnings wisely.

To be a global citizen, it is important to be open-minded and to try to understand different kinds of
people without prejudice. Learning another language, such as Japanese, can open your eyes to other
points of view and ways of thinking and help you to grow as a person.

This chapter focused on hosting a Japanese exchange student. Hosting an exchange student gives
people valuable insights into the language and culture of the exchange student, but it also enables
people to look more closely at their own language and culture to see what someone from another
culture might find fascinating, difficult, surprising or even shocking! What fascinated the Japanese
student &+7x+? It can often be something very ordinary that surprises a visitor, such as &7z being
surprised that Australian students have a recess break because at her school students do not have one.
